If needed, build up or modify sides of truck bodies to allow pull
bar to roll smoothly from tarp housing along top rail of body and
over tailgate latch. Fabricate wood or metal to raise entire top
rail height, or act as ramp to transition pull bar over obstacles
such as tailgate hinges.

TIP: Use steel cable wire to fabricate ramp for rollers to
transition over so if tailgate hinge interferes with roller travel,

cable wire will flex out of way when tailgate is raised.
